What wWhat w: e need Congress to doe need Congress to do:
In December 2022, Congress reauthorized the State Office of Rural 
Health (SORH) program and the President signed the bill into law 
as Public Law No: 117-356. This law authorizes the SORH program 
through fiscal year 2027. However, additional funding is needed for 
the State Offices.  Through the annual appropriations process, we 
ask Congress to fund SORH’s at $15 million in FY 2026.

community leaders and healthcare providers in the 
nation’s rural communities. 

n	 SORH connect federal, state and local partners to 
grow collaborative approaches to health access 
and leadership. 

n	 SORH provide support to build capacity and resources 
to improve rural health.

Every SORH Grant dollar is matched with $3 in non-federal 
funds. The effect of the increased appropriation provides 
approximately $50,000 to each of the 50 SORH. With the 3 to 1 
match, that provides $200,000 in service value to rural 
communities in each state!
